DEGREE CLASSES
Bachelor’s and Master's degrees that share 
the same educational objectives and re-
quire the same educational activities to 
achieve them are grouped into classes. 
Classes are identified through alphanumer-
ical code. For example: L-1 Cultural Herit-
age; LM-19 Publishing and Journalism; L/
SNT2 Rehabilitation Science in Healthcare 
Professions; LM-46 Dentistry and Den-
tal Prosthetics. Degree classes are useful 
when checking entry requirements in or-
der to apply for a Master’s degree, or a job 
in a public institution.



ECDL
The European Computer Driving Licence is a document which 
certifies that the person is able to use a computer and manage 
files, texts, electronic sheets, as well as preparing presentations 
and using databases, internet and e-mail providers. The Univer-
sity of Verona enables its students and external users to take 
ECDL certification tests, without having to attend specific train-
ing courses.

PHD PROGRAMMES
The third cycle of education within the 
Italian university system includes the 
Dottorato di ricerca, corresponding to 
the PhD level as recognised at interna-
tional level. These programmes have a 
duration of 3 or 4 years, by the end of 
which a PhD qualification (Dottore di 
ricerca) is awarded.

CFU CREDITS (ECTS)
CFU stands for Credito Formativo Universitario, the standard 
unit used to define the learning outcomes and associated 
workload of learning and study activities required to earn a de-
gree. As a general rule, 1 CFU equates to 25 hours of work in-
cluding lectures, seminars, lab activities, internships and study. 
The expected workload per year is 60 CFU: this means that 
students will need 180 CFU to complete their Bachelor's de-
gree (Laurea triennale), 120 CFU for the Master's degree (Lau-
rea Magistrale), and 300 or 360 CFU for the  Single cycle/Com-
bined Bachelor+Master’s degree (Laurea magistrale a ciclo 
unico) depending on the type of degree (5 or 6 years).

FOR EACH EXAM PASSED STUDENTS ARE AWARDED A FIXED NUMBER 
OF CFU - DEFINED ON THE BASIS OF THE WORKLOAD REQUIRED - AND 
A MARK ON A 30-POINT SCALE (MINIMUM MARK: 18/30).

ADMISSION TEST
It is a mandatory test for admission to lim-
ited access degree programmes.

LAUREA, OR LAUREA DI PRIMO CICLO
BACHELOR’S DEGREE
Has a duration of 3 years and is aimed at 
providing students with skills and scien-
tific knowledge and methods necessary 
to enter the job market. A Bachelor’s de-
gree includes 180 CFU and graduates are 
awarded the title of dottore. In order to 
enrol you must have a high school/sec-
ondary school diploma, or equivalent. 
For some programmes you will be asked 
to sit an admission test.

LAUREA MAGISTRALE
MASTER'S DEGREE
Also known as Second cycle degree, 
has a duration of 2 years and it is aimed 
to provide students with an advanced 
preparation for carrying out activities 
requiring a high level of specialisation 
in specific areas. A Master’s degree 
includes 120 CFU and graduates are 
awarded the title of dottore magistrale. 
In order to enrol you must have a Bach-
elor’s degree or other suitable foreign 
qualifications. Specific entry require-
ments and admission tests for each pro-
gramme are set out by the University. 1312

2ND LEVEL PROFESSIONAL 
MASTER PROGRAMME
Students who already hold a Master’s degree or a 
Single cycle/Combined Bachelor+Master’s degree 
may apply. These programmes feature advanced 
technical contents.

LAUREA A CICLO UNICO
SINGLE CYCLE/COMBINED 
BACHELOR+MASTER’S DEGREE
For these degrees the 3+2 year scheme (a three-
year Bachelor’s and a two-year Master’s as two 
separate qualifications) does not apply. Instead, 
a single programme of 5 to 6 years is offered. At 
the University of Verona the following Single cy-
cle degree programmes are available: Medicine 
and Surgery, and Dentistry and Dental Prosthet-
ics (both 6 years - 360 CFU), Law, and Primary 
teacher education (both 5 years - 300 CFU). 
Upon completion of the programme graduates 
are awarded the Master’s degree and the title of 
dottore magistrale.

MASTER DI PRIMO LIVELLO
1ST LEVEL PROFESSIONAL 
MASTER PROGRAMME
These are advanced courses aimed at providing 
students with specific theoretical and practical 
skills in a specific academic or professional field. 
These programmes have a minimum duration 
of a year, and 60 CFU are awarded upon com-
pletion. Students who already hold a Bachelor’s 
degree may apply.

SERVICES UNIT

TEACHING COUNCIL
collegial body that organises the teach-
ing activities of one or more degree pro-
grammes, also of different classes as long 
as these are similar from a scientific and 
cultural point of view.

PROGRAMME SUPERVISOR
a professor, appointed by the Teaching 
Council responsible for a specific degree 
programme, who coordinates the quality 
assurance procedures of the relevant teach-
ing activities.

DEPARTMENT
the University’s organisational unit fun-
damental for the achievement of the in-
stitutional aims with regard to research 
and teaching, as well as for other relevant 
activities that may be also carried out 
with the aid of external entities. Each de-
partment brings together all professors 
and researchers who belong to specific 
SSDs (Scientific-Disciplinary Sectors) or 
subjects. Departments are granted sci-
entific, teaching, administrative, organi-
sational and financial autonomy, in the 
forms and within the limits established 
by the Statute and the University Regu-
lations for Administration, Finance and 
Accounting.

Free listening service, support and ori-
entation counselling for high school 
students who are choosing a degree 
programme and for all those who intend 
to start, resume or rethink their universi-
ty choice. The service also provides an 
opportunity of interaction to support 
students in making their choice, to make 
them think about their personal inter-
ests, motivation to study and profession-
al goals. The service is provided through 
one or more individual interviews con-
ducted by experts.

OPEN LESSONS
An initiative designed to help students 
to choose their study path more con-
sciously. High school students in their 
last and second to last year (i.e. fourth 
and fifth year) can register individually to 
attend a lecture at the University, sharing 
the classroom with university students. 
Participation is free, places are limited 
and registration is required.

‘SAPERI MINIMI’ AND OFA CREDITS 
(OBBLIGHI FORMATIVI AGGIUNTIVI)
The personal preparation required to en-
rol in a specific degree programme. Such 
preparation may be assessed at the time of 
the admission tests (for limited access de-
gree programmes) or separately, through 
individual tests to be taken during the first 
year. Failing the Saperi minimi test will not  
prevent you from registering at the Univer-
sity. However, you will be soon informed by 
the University about the number of credits 
(OFA credits, Obblighi Formativi Aggiuntivi) 
that you will need to regain by passing the 
test by the end of the first year, or you will 
not be allowed to enrol in the second year. 
In order to help students preparing for the 
assessment, specific courses for each pro-
gramme are held during the year. 

TOLC TEST
Individual online test, different for each partici-
pant, consisting of questions automatically and 
randomly selected from the database “Consor-
zio Interuniversitario Sistemi Integrati per l'Ac-
cesso” (Inter-University Consortium Integrated 
Systems for Access). The TOLC test is comput-
er-based and carried out in the facilities deter-
mined by the universities that adopt the TOLC 
system, and enables you to take part in any se-
lection for which that type of TOLC is required. 
Therefore, it is not necessary to take a TOLC 
test in Verona in order to apply for a degree pro-
gramme based at the University of Verona.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
Qualifications and minimum knowledge 
and skills required for the student to en-
rol in a degree programme. Entry require-
ments to be met in order to enrol in a Mas-
ter’s degree programme include the level 
and type of qualification and the skills and 
knowledge required. In some cases, appli-
cants will also need to have a minimum 
Bachelor’s degree grade.

Please 
note: choosing a part-time scheme will 
not change the normal duration of the 
degree programme for pension purpos-
es. Graduation certificates for part-time 
students will include both the legal dura-
tion of the programme – i.e. the standard 
duration of a degree programme – and 
the agreed duration of the programme, 
based on the part-time scheme. To sum 
up, the part-time scheme will only regu-
late the duration and the amount of tu-
ition fees of the programme; moreover, 
students who choose a part-time scheme 
will have the opportunity to earn their de-
gree over a period of time that is twice 
the normal duration of the programme, 
without being considered ‘fuori corso’.

SCHOLARSHIPS AND BENEFITS
Financial support to students with limited 
financial means in order to enable them 
to continue their studies, up to the high-
est university levels. The benefits provided 
include tax and fee reductions based on: 
family income, type of degree programme 
attended, number of CFU obtained, “fuori 
corso” or regular status. Benefits also in-
clude: scholarships, financial benefits and 
services managed by the University and 
awarded through public competition, 
which have the aim of contributing to the 
living costs of students; part-time work 
scheme for students (paid work in student
